Six married men will be dropped on an island with one car and 3 kids each for six weeks.  

Each kid will play two sports and take either music or dance classes. There is no fast food. 
Each man must take care of his 3 kids; maintain his career, keep his assigned house clean,  

correct all homework, complete science projects, cook, do laundry, and pay a list of 'pretend' bills  
with not enough money.  

 
In addition, each man will have to budget enough money for groceries each week. Each man must 
remember the birthdays of all their friends and relatives, and send cards out on time--no emailing. 

Each man must also take each child to a doctor's appointment, a dentist appointment and a haircut 
appointment. 

 
He must make one unscheduled and inconvenient visit per child to the Emergency Room. 

He must also make cookies or cupcakes for a school function. Each man will be responsible for 
decorating his own assigned house, planting flowers outside, and keeping it presentable at all times. 
The men will only have access to television when the kids are asleep and all chores are done.  

The men must shave their legs, wear makeup daily, adorn themselves with jewelry, wear 

uncomfortable yet stylish shoes, keep fingernails polished, and eyebrows groomed  

They must attend weekly school meetings 
and church, and find time at least once to 
spend  the afternoon at the park or a similar 
setting. They will need to read a book to the 
kids each night and in the morning, feed 
them, dress them,  brush their teeth and 
comb their hair by 7:30 am. 
 
A test will be given at the end of the six 
weeks, and each father will be required to 
know all of the following information: each 
child's birthday, height, weight, shoe size, 
clothes size, doctor's name, the child's 
weight at birth, length, time of birth, and length of labor, each child's favorite color, middle name, 
favorite snack, favorite song, favorite drink, favorite toy, biggest fear, and what they want to be when 
they grow up. 
 
 The kids vote them off the island based on performance.  If the last man does win,  
he can play the game over and over and over again for the next 18-25 years, eventually 

earning the right to be called Mother!  

During one of the six weeks, the men will 

have to endure severe abdominal cramps, 

backaches, headaches, have extreme, 

unexplained mood swings but never once 

complain or slow down from other duties.

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Medicare is a federal 

entitlement program designed to 

provide medical coverage to Americans sixty-

five and over. The program also covers all those with 

End Stage Renal Disease and many disabled individuals. There are five 

components of Medicare. Part A (or Original Medicare) provides inpatient 

hospital coverage to nearly all Americans over sixty-five. Part B provides 

medical coverage for doctorsô visits, outpatient care, and some 

preventative services and costs the same low monthly premium for almost 

everyone. Part C refers to the Medicare Advantage plans available through private health insurance companies 

which provide all the benefits of Parts A & B in addition to other advantages like vision, hearing, and 

prescription drug coverage for an extra monthly premium. Part D refers to prescription drug plans available 

through private insurers which may be added on to oneôs Parts A & B coverage. The fifth component of 

Medicare is the Medicare Supplement (or Medigap) Plan option from a private insurer which is meant to help 

fill in the gaps in coverage of Parts A & B like copayments, coinsurance, and deductibles for an additional 

monthly premium. 

 Medicaid is a similar entitlement program meant to address the needs of a different population: the 

impoverished, children, pregnant women, and the disabled. Medicaid is a state-federal cooperative effort to 

provide basic medical assistance to individuals who cannot afford private health insurance on the individual 

market or through their employer.  This means that the federal government contributes a certain portion of the 

funds necessary to maintain the program to each state which then administers the program. Medicaid takes many 

names on a state-by-state basis and depending on the state makes different benefits available to its recipients.  

 In practice, Medicaid works much like having private health insurance: enrollees are given a card to 

present at the doctorôs office and if the doctor participates in Medicaid the state will pay for the appointment 

minus the contribution of any other health insurance the individual carries. Medicaid covers the cost of most 

major medical expenses, like in- and outpatient hospital care, laboratory services, home health care, nursing 

home care, and ambulance service.  

 There are different eligibility requirements in each state, but all states have an income ceiling which 

recipients must be below. Under the Medicaid umbrella, states have created 

different programs based on the demonstrated needs of their residents. For 

example, in most states Medicaid funds have established programs to benefit 

pregnant women, the blind, and those requiring managed care. All states 

have implemented the federal State Childrenôs Health Insurance Program 

within their Medicaid plan which provides basic medical insurance to all 

children (and sometimes their families, based on income). In some instances 

individuals may be ñdual-eligibleò for Medicare and Medicaid, particularly disabled Americans.

Medicare and Medicaid? 
What is the  

Diffe
rence Between  
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 The Health Care Reform Act that was recently approved and signed into law has been very 
controversial. While everyone has an opinion on whether the bill was good or bad, there are some 
changes that will affect the Medicaid and Medicare programs. 
 

These are outlines of parts of the bill that will makes changes to both Medicaid and Medicare. 
 

  By 2014, Medicaid coverage will be expanded to everyone under the age of 65 that are below 133% 
of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL), also known as the poverty guidelines. This will remove the 
current Medicaid eligibility criteria so that more individual will be eligible.  

 

 Increase Medicaid reimbursements to 100% of Medicare for primary care providers for 2013 and 
2014. (No more co-payments) 

 

 Create state-based health exchanges where individuals can purchase coverage, with premium and 
cost-sharing credits are available to individuals and families with incomes between 133% and 400% 
of the poverty guideline. (Individual people will get group rates) 

 

 Provide an individual mandate to make sure that all Americans participate in the insurance risk pool 
which should result in lower insurance cost coverage for everyone. This also requires that insurers 
provide coverage to those with pre-existing conditions, removes lifetime limits, prevention 
services must be covered at 100%, and prohibits removing someone from coverage. 

 

 The Medicare Advantage Special Needs program was reauthorized. (same as Medicare Part C) 
 

 By 2020, the Medicare prescription drug "doughnut hole" will be closed. (Everyone will pay the same 
price for the same drug) 

 

 Improve the coordination of Medicaid and Medicare dual eligibles.

15The men who escorted Paul brought 
him to Athens and then left with instructions for 
Silas and Timothy to join him as soon as 
possible.  
 
 Paul avoided wasting his time with people 
who just wanted to start trouble. So he went to 
where the people were more receptive.  It is 
apparent that Paul is the reason why these people 
were so mad. He refused to allow them to make it 
personal. Realize that we all come with baggage. 
People that we knew or associated with before we 
became a Christian will remember that history.  
Sometimes these people will not believe that you 
have changed.  You donôt have  argue with them.  
Drop the seed and keep on moving.  Because if 
you continue to try to convince them and they are 
not receptive  you could become discouraged.  So 
just dust off your feet and move on to more 
receptive ground.

In Corinth 1After this, Paul left Athens and went to 
Corinth. 2There he met a Jew named Aquila, a 
native of Pontus, who had recently come from Italy 
with his wife Priscilla, because Claudius had 
ordered all the Jews to leave Rome. Paul went to 
see them,  3and because he was a tentmaker as 
they were, he stayed and worked with them.  
4Every Sabbath he reasoned in the synagogue, 

trying to persuade Jews and Greeks.  

 The thing that I liked best about this passage is 

that it shows balance.  God realizes that we have to 

work, to maintain personal relationships and we have 

to maintain our relationship with God-  whenever our 

emphasis becomes unbalanced there is an opening for 

hurt, confusion and loss of relationship.  If you have a 

job you canôt stay home to be with your spouse or you 

will lose your job, and if you spend more time at work 

and neglect your spouse there will be a problem there.

69 people since the Death 

Penalty was reinstated by The

With the current rate of 

executions, it would take the 

state of Florida nearly 200 years 

to execute the prisoners 

currently on Death Row. 

Inevitably, with the backlog, 

some of them will see their 

sentence effectively commuted 

to life in prison. But that's not 

the only problem plaguing 

Florida's death penalty. A recent 

ruling from a Miami federal 

judge has called into question 

the state's entire method of 

arriving at death sentences. 

U.S. District Court Judge Jose 

Martinez ruled last month that 

Florida's way of arriving at a 

death penalty sentence is 

unconstitutional, because juries 

are able to recommend the 

death sentence but are not 

required to stipulate a reason or 

point to evidence that a 

particular crime is so excessively 

heinous i t  warrants an 

execution.
